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Alternate solvent filters for EASY nLC 

 

 We noticed air leaks originating from the inline solvent filter cartridge that was originally installed with our EASY nLC  

 After removing the filter we no longer observed air in the lines 

 So we decided to add small “frit in a ferrule” filters instead
