Installing Message Queuing (MSMQ) 

1. Open Control Panel. 

2. Click Programs and then, under Programs and Features, click Turn Windows Features on and off . 

3. Expand Microsoft Message Queue (MSMQ) Server, expand Microsoft Message Queue (MSMQ) Server Core, and then select the 

check boxes for the following Message Queuing features to install: 

o MSMQ Active Directory Domain Services Integration (for computers joined to a Domain). 

o MSMQ HTTP Support. 

4. Click OK. 

5. If you are prompted to restart the computer, click OK to complete the installation. (I restarted it anyway, w/o prompt) 
 

Then install Xcalibur 4.0: it will automatically install foundation, reboot,  and then install Xcalibur and Freestyle
